Offenders sentenced to nearly 100 years in prison for
drug offences

A police operation to smash a
major class A drugs ring in
Rochdale has led to the conviction
of 26 people and nearly 100 years
jail time.

The offenders were sentenced to a
total of 99 years and eleven
months in prison as a result of
Operation Perryville, an
intelligence-led operation targeting
those suspected of dealing drugs.

On Friday 9 July 2010, the final
offenders were sentenced at
Bolton Crown Court in the
culmination of months of work by
officers to stop heroin and crack
cocaine flooding the streets.

Intelligence from the community
was compiled over several months
and resulted in a series of raids in
May 2009.

Warrants were executed at 30
addresses in the Milkstone and
Deeplish areas during the two
days, Wednesday 13 May and
Thursday 14 May 2009.

Locked up, two of the 26
offenders: Endadur Rahman
(31/05/79) of 2 Heybrook
Street, Rochdale jailed for
six years nine months for
conspiracy to supply class A
drugs and Tahir Farid
(28/01/83) of Ormerod
Street, Bury, jailed for five
years and four months for
conspiracy to supply class A
drugs.

Divisional Commander Chief
Superintendent John O'Hare,
from Greater Manchester
Police's Rochdale division, said:
fit is fantastic news for the
community and for us that these
people are no longer bringing
misery to their neighbours by
dealing drugs.

fOperation Perryville followed
complaints about drug dealing
from members of the
community. We always act on
any credible information that
helps us rid our communities of
this kind of criminal behaviour.

firhis operation was ongoing for
several months, gathering
intelligence and evidence and
this brings it to a successful
conclusion.

fif people report suspicions to us
and don't see police acting
immediately it is because we are
working to develop as strong a
case as possible and today is
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Inspector Dave Lees
